As a police recruit applicant you will be required to undertake a number of physical tests to determine your ability to 
perform the physical demands inherent to operational policing.  You will also be invited to attend a full medical 
assessment including a complete medical history.  The assessment will be conducted by an external provider and will 
assess your medical fitness to perform the inherent role and functions of an operational police officer.

The final  stage of the recruitment process is a formal face to face interview.  The interview will be conducted by a 
three (3) member panel and will provide an opportunity for the NSW Police Force to assess you against a number of 
core qualities.
