Students will work towards
achieving the learning outcomes published by the NESA in each syllabus. Additionally, there will
also be information regarding assessment rules as well as the opportunity to ask questions about
the Preliminary RoSA.

All parents/caregivers and students are strongly encouraged to attend this meeting and read the
information in this booklet carefully and ensure they are aware of the expectations and procedures
to successfully attain a Preliminary RoSA.
